meant to protect the integrity of the 
village be observed and enforced. This 
is a Heritage Conservation Area. Our 
village is a step back in time. Once we 
lose the quaint ambience and charm of 
the village -  it is gone forever!

The Langley Heritage Society is dedicated to preserving and respecting our local 
heritage and the village of Fort Langley is the jewel in the crown. The village, 
the museums, and the Fort Langley National Historic Site together draw 
thousands of visitors to the area each year.

After years of planning and consultation, 
guidelines were put in place to protect 
the character and charm of this Heritage 
Conservation Area. This involved 
restricting the height of new or altered 
buildings to 9 metres (29.5 ft) and the lot 
coverage to 40%.

Council recently opted to completely disregard these guidelines and all the 
ensuing opposition to this action, paving the way for a huge 3 storey building, 
43 feet high and covering 67% of its lot. This will be situated right at the 
gateway to the village!. At the same time, we are facing a costly and disruptive 
underground wiring proposal that threatens the heritage streetscape and 
negatively impacts all the affected local businesses.
